In the last issue of the Knapp­
Sack, Mr. Grimes gave us an 
extensive outline of the statz and 
progress of "Operation Sparkle," 
the remodeling of the store. Many 
of our personnel may not realize, 
however, what a really bright 
light this operation is becoming. 

Tll'e fourth floor is completely 
remodeled, with its neiw lay out 
and accessory shop, creating the 
distinct impression of spacious­
ness a•nd easy ib'eauty. Customers 
who have not 'been in the store 
for a few weeks find themselves 
experiencing an awed sat isfac­
tion. Indeed, if you have not seen 
the new fourth floor, you should 
go up and tak e a look at it. To 
use a current idiom, you haven't 
s·een anything yet. Now the re­

od.eling of the fifth floor iNn 
9rogress. 

Tremendous Changes 
Whereas on other floors, wood­

en partitions, show cases anct 
mercha·ndise were moved around. 
on the fifth floor concrete walls 
have been taken out and ne·w 
ones built. When that phase of 
"Oper,ation Sparkle" is completed, 
the change will really be tremen­
dous. The auditorium, and class­
r oom, will ·be widened and leng­
thened, ,going clear back across 
the East side of the building. The 
north end of this area will be 
th'e k itchen and lunch room for 
store personnel. Presently this 
portion of the 'building is a stock ­
room. When the work is com­
pleted, the present kitchen and 
lunch room will become a stock­
room; so in effect these two sec­
tions of the floor will charnge 
roles.

Thus 
when the work is done a person 
will come off the elevator on 
the fifth floor onto an expanded 
aind enlarged housewares depart­
ment which will be open and in­
viting, with the sporting goods
